BYLAWS
FIBER FANATICS OF NORTHWEST OKLAHOMA
ARTICLE  I

NAME AND PURPOSE
The name of this organization shall be Fiber Fanatics of Northwest Oklahoma.
The Purpose of the organization shall be the support, education and encouragement of the use of Fiber in arts and crafts of all kind and nature, with emphasis on natural and sustainable fibers.  
ARTICLE II

MEMBERSHIP

Membership shall consist of current dues-paying members.

Members shall be at least eighteen years of age.  Individuals younger than eighteen may be admitted on a case-by-case basis upon approval by simple majority of members present at any given meeting.
ARTICLE III

VOTING

Each member shall have one vote.

A quorum shall consist of fifty percent plus one of the members in attendance.  

No proxies shall be allowed.  Members may vote online, by email, or by mail; all such votes must be received by the Secretary prior to the beginning of the meeting at which the vote is to be taken.  
ARTICLE IV

MEETINGS

General meetings shall be held on the third Saturday at 1:00 pm of the following months:  January, March, May, September and November.  The time may be changed by a simple majority vote of the members in attendance.  It shall be encouraged that the General Meeting be held in different locations in Northwest Oklahoma.

ARTICLE V

OFFICERS

Officers shall consist of Chair, Co-Chair, Treasurer, Secretary, Computer Information Officer, Public Relations Officer and Newsletter Editor.
The officers shall be elected at the May meeting of the general membership.  The officers shall assume office at the end of the May meeting.
In the event an officer, other than the Chair, does not complete his or her full term, the membership shall elect a replacement; the person so elected to the remainder of the term shall take office upon election.

ARTICLE VI

DUTIES OF OFFICERS

A.
The Chair shall preside at all meetings; call special meetings, when necessary; appoint all committees with the approval of the other officers; and be an ex-officio member of all committees.

B.
The Co-Chair shall preside at meetings and perform the duties of the Chair in the absence of the Chair; perform all other duties that may be assigned by the Chair; and take the office of Chair if the Chair is unable to fulfill the term.
C.
The Secretary shall keep the minutes of the general meetings; draft the agenda for the meetings and provide same to other officers as may be necessary for dissemination; and shall perform such other secretarial duties as may arise from time to time or as may be directed by the Chair.  

D.
The Treasurer shall be responsible for collection of all monies; deposit of all monies collected in a financial institution; and keep an accounting of all monies collected and disbursed.  Further, the Treasurer shall make a financial report at each general meeting, including but not limited to, providing a copy of bank statements.
NOTE:  The following offices may be combined, such that one or more persons may be responsible for some or all of the duties thereof; any such combination of duties shall be determined at the May general meeting; or in the event a vacancy should occur, at the next general meeting.  
E.
The Computer Information Officer shall be responsible for the dissemination of information on the internet, such as, a website and providing pertinent information on other fiber websites.
F.
The Public Relations Officer shall be responsible for dissemination information to the public, other than the internet.
G.
The Newsletter Editor shall be responsible for publishing a newsletter for the members and other interested people.
ARTICLE VII
FINANCE
The dues shall be Twenty Dollars ($20.00) per years, payable at the May general meeting.  Said dues shall not be prorated.
All funds collected by the organization shall be deposited in a bank or other financial institution.  Two signatures shall be required on any and all checks written on the account.  The Chair, Co-Chair, Secretary and Treasurer shall be on the signature card.  Two signatures shall be required on each check.  
ARTICLE  VIII
AMENDMENTS

Amendments to the Bylaws shall be submitted to the Chair in writing prior to the next scheduled General Meeting.  Proposed amendments shall be published by the Secretary, Computer Information Officer or the Newsletter Editor, whichever may be appropriate.

Adoption of amendments to the Bylaws shall require two-thirds vote of members in attendance at a General Meeting.
